3. Have the school superintendent, mayor, and other important figures sign the
proclamation form.
4. You only need to include things you do during Youth Art Month in your
book and report. The judges will only be looking for these events in your
documentation. Remember that March is Youth Art Month.

We have decided to move the book size to that of the national standard. Please

send only one binder 11/2 inches in thickness. This seems small, but it
will help to focus on the most crucial and special events that deal with Youth Art
Month activities.
